Church & Community Ministry Report

“...and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the
ends of the earth.” Acts 1:8

For a small, eight-year-old organization, the AASBC has during the past year been able to minister in
many places—meeting needs and sharing Christ. Jerusalem: health screening/education and
construction ministry in the Atlanta metro area. Judea: health screening and disaster relief throughout
Georgia; Samaria: health screening at BikeWeek in Myrtle Beach, SC; disaster relief in South Texas
following Hurricane Tke and in New Orleans; construction assistance at the California State Convention
office. The Ends of the Earth: construction in North Pole, Alaska.

The Health Riders Ministry conducted health screenings at motorcycle events to determine various
health risk factors and to share the healing Gospel of Jesus Christ. 2074 screenings were done in the last
year. Of those who participated in each applicable screening, 43% were referred for high blood pressure,
46% for heart disease risk, 16% for high cholesterol, 15% for diabetes, 44% for skin cancer and 50% for
depression. Most importantly, 239 people responded to the invitation to receive Christ.

Funded by a grant from the Georgia Baptist HealthCare Ministry Foundation, a new program — Great
Physician Servants (GPS) — allows the AASBC to establish health ministries in ten churches. This
multiplies the impact and will enable churches to provide health education/screenings to their own
congregations and to reach out to their communities. So far, more than 830 people have participated in a
health event. One church has already seen professions of faith at their health events.

The Health Ministry has served people from 40 counties in Georgia, 23 states and even Canada!

Construction Ministry/Disaster Relief: AASBC partnered with Moose Creek Baptist Church, North
Pole, Alaska, by providing Jack to oversee mission teams from First Baptist Atlanta and South Carolina.
The church has asked Jack to return next summer. First Atlanta and Crossroads Baptist in Social Circle
have already committed to sending teams in 2010.

Although the AASBC has completed 30 mission trips to the Gulf Coast since Hurricane Katrina, work will
continue as the need arises and volunteers are available.

Collaborating for Christ - Opportunities for Loving Loud: A grant is being submitted which will
enable the AASBC, in partnership with other organizations, to minister to people at their hour of need and
share Christ with them. Jerusalem is represented by Clarkston International Bible Church which will
establish a free health clinic. Judea is represented by Living Water for Girls, a home outside Atlanta for
girls 12-17 years of age who have been victims of human trafficking. Moose Creek Baptist Church in
Alaska, representing Samaria or the Ends of the Earth, will offer health education in their new center the
AASBC has helped to build. These projects will provide AASBC churches opportunities to become
involved through volunteering, collecting needed items and/or partnering financially.

Telling The Story: Staff and volunteers are available to speak on various topics upon request. In
addition, the AASBC’s website, www.aasbc.org, was created last December and is an opportunity to share
what God is doing through the Association and its member churches who are Together Making Jesus
Known.

Atlanta Pregnancy Resource Centers Report

“BUT we have this treasure in earthen vessels, so that the surpassing greatness of the power will be of
God and not from ourselves.” (Il Cor. 4: 7)

In 2009 the surpassing greatness of God exceeded “reasonable” expectations at Atlanta Pregnancy
Resource Center. The vision to offer free ultrasound services was clear, and conversion to a medical
clinic is now a reality. We implemented a vigorous action plan, developed and adopted policies
and procedures, and our nurses were trained in limited obstetrical ultrasound. By March 17th, we
began offering ultrasound in addition to our many other services.

Ultrasound is a tool for diagnosing pregnancy and screening for possible life-threatening conditions.
In addition, ultrasound has significantly enhanced our ability to present the truth to women and
families, for they witness, in real time, the heartbeats and movements of their unborn babies. This
invaluable information gives our clients greater opportunity to affirm the reality and preciousness
of life in the womb.

To date we have completed 88 ultrasounds. We are excited to report that 53% of the women who
were intending to abort changed their minds and chose life. We simply praise God!

APRC served 380 new clients in 2009, bringing the total to 950 new clients served since we opened
the doors in March of 2007. Our parenting and life skills educational program is in full swing,
equipping mothers and fathers to raise their children with principles and purposes that glorify God.
APRC has had a total of over 2100 client visits where women and families receive the help and hope
they so greatly need.

Central to all Center activities, and through the faithful efforts of staff and volunteers, the Gospel is
our motivation and message. This year, so far, we presented the Gospel 94 times, had spiritual
discussions with nearly all clients, 11 women received Jesus Christ and 12 rededicated their lives to
Him. Since inception, 48 individuals have received new life in Christ. For this, we simply praise
God.

While the stories and situations of the clients are often complex and easy answers not always
available, we remain grounded in His Word regarding the creation and value of all life. We stand on
His boundless promises, and we witness the power of His love that works through us to bring hope,
healing and tangible help to women and families in need.

. Dr. Lester L. Cooper, Jr. resigned as the Director of Missions on January 5, 2009
of the Atlanta Association of Southern Baptist Churches.

. Dr. Tony Romans as Moderator assumed the position of Interim Director of
Missions February 2, 2009.

. The office of the Atlanta Association of Southern Baptist Churches

moved to North Peachtree Baptist Church.
The Administrative Committee called for an Executive Committee meeting on
February 7, 2009 to vote on the position of Interim Director of Missions. Dr.
Tony Romans was elected unanimously by the Executive Committee.  The
committee also formed a Task Force to decide the future direction of the
Association.

. The Task Force met several times over the next six months and will present their
suggestions to the Executive Committee at the Annual Meeting in September.

. A grant was received from the Georgia Baptist Health Care Ministry Foundation
to help ten churches establish Health Ministries as a way to reach the lost in their
communities.

. AASBC ministered in North Pole, Alaska, helping Moose Creek Baptist Church
with construction needs.

. The Health Ministry conducted health screening at Myrtle Beach BikeWeek. 239
people made professions of faith.
