Transition is a common life experience.  We face some transitions daily.  Others, we face when they arrive.  The Atlanta Association of Southern Baptist Churches (A.A.S.B.C.) is faced with a leadership transition.   Dr. Tony Romans resigned in July of 2011 as the Interim Director of Missions.  The Association is experiencing a leadership transition.

)On June 27, 2011, the Administrative Committee met, accepted the resignation of Dr. Tony Romans, and voted to approve the natural transition of the moderator Dr. Keith Pisani as interim Director of Missions (beginning August 1, 2011).  Also the Committee approved recommendations concerning the transition from Dr. Romans to a part-time Director of Missions to be called at a time yet determined.  The Committee’s goal is to see the Association call a part-time Director of Missions who can work with all three ministry arms of the Association, invest time with the churches, and devote adequate energies to this ministry.  The goal is to do all things decently and in order (1 Corinthians 14:40).  Lord willing , we want to get the right man who can lead the ministry into the next decade.  Out of fairness to all applicants, this will not happen overnight - but it will happen in a timely manner following the current plan:

)As voted on by the Administrative Committee, the Association will receive resumes for the position of part-time Director of Missions in the following manner:  1).  The Association is currently accepting resumes. Please submit all resumes as an E-Mail attachment to our Association’s Administrative Assistant Donna Madden at aasb2001@gmail.com (this is the Association’s Email account).   2).  Out of fairness to all applicants, a public announcement will be made at the Annual Meeting advertising the ministry opening for the AASBC Director of Missions position.  This allows all churches to have the same opportunity to participate in the nomination process.  It allows all applicants (whether currently known or yet to be known) to participate on a level playing field in the process of God leading the Association to His choice for this ministry position.  The AASBC Administrative Committee has recommended October 14, 2011 as the deadline for receiving all resumes for the part-time Director of Missions position.  3).  The Nominating Committee will meet, review submitted resumes, narrow the list, contact individual applicants, and make a recommendation at a called Executive Committee meeting ( a meeting of the representatives of member Associational churches).   Please pray for wisdom and discernment.  Thank you ahead-of-time for your prayers and patience.

Annual Meeting Information
