Brookhaven Baptist and Pastor Don Presley has several items to share this month:

· We ordained our minister to Hispanics, Pablo Martinez into the Gospel Ministry in October 2010. 
· We are in the process of planning a multi-day revival service for our Hispanic ministry. We need other Hispanic ministries to come and help us in these services through outreach, worship music, witnessing, etc.
· We are in the process of planning a multi-day revival service for our Korean ministry in 2011. If any of the other Korean churches would like to participate with us then that would be outstanding.
1. We have been looking for a Minister to Young Adults. This minister would serve in a bi-vocational capacity at $200 per week. This minister would basically serve as a church re-planter. The two main responsibilities would be to form solid relationship with (12) families a year and to begin several on campus and remote campus Bible Studies for young adults in the Brookhaven community that will be part of Brookhaven Baptist. In addition they would help with the beginning of a Sunday evening worship service for young adults. This minister does not have to be ordained or have a seminary degree. They need to be called by God to this ministry.
 

2. We need a minister to senior adults. This is an unpaid position. There are approximately 10,000 senior adults in Brookhaven and only about 30% of them have a church home. This minister would have two responsibilities. Outreach to the senior adults in the Brookhaven community and ministry to the senior adults at Brookhaven Baptist. I believe this could be a fantastic, fun, and fruitful ministry.
 

3. We need a third party subcontractor to administer a Christian Pre-school at Brookhaven Baptist.
