Laughter in the Walls

	Have you ever written a note to your husband, your wife, or some other important person in your life?  A busy architect named Bob Berry did. The words he wrote should touch every home that God has blessed with children.  Here’s what Berry said,

I pass a lot of houses on my way home - some pretty, some expensive, some inviting - but my heart always skips a beat when I turn down the road and see my house nestled against the hill.  I guess I’m especially proud of the house and the way it looks because I drew the plans myself.  It started out large enough for us - I even had a study - but two teenaged boys now reside there.  And it had a guest room - my girls and nine dolls are permanent guests [now].  It had a small room my wife had hoped would be her sewing room - but the two swinging on the Dutch door have claimed this room as theirs.  So it really doesn’t matter right now if I’m much of an architect, but it will get larger again - one by one [our children] will go away to work, to college, to service, to their own houses, and then there will be room - a guest room, a study, and a sewing room for just the two of us.  But it won’t be empty - every corner, every room, and every nick in the coffee table will be crowded with memories.  Memories of picnics, parties, Christmases, bedside vigils, summers, cook outs, fires, winters, going barefoot, leaving for vacations, cats, fish, dogs, conversations, black eyes, ow-ies, graduations, first dates, ball games, arguments, washing dishes, quiet times, family devotions, discussions, bicycles, boat rides, getting home from vacations, meals, rabbits, and a thousand other things that fill the lives of those who raise children.  And my wife and I will sit quietly by the fire and listen to the laughter in the walls (as quoted from Charles Swindoll's Tale of the Tardy Ox Cart, Word Publishing: Nashville, 1998: 201-202).

	God gave us our memories so we could have roses in December, That same God, Who is the architect of the home, said in Matthew 19.14 Do not hinder the little children from coming unto you for of such is the kingdom of heaven. A father himself, David wrote in Psalm 128.1-6, Blessed is the one who holds the Lord in highest esteem for [his] wife shall be a fruitful vine and [his] children like olive plants around the table ... and you will see your children’s children and experience peace.  Every day of our lives we make memories that can last forever, some good and some we’d rather forget.  But, in our homes each and every day, we need to make sure that, once our children have left the nest and have children of their own, there will remain some laughter in the walls to remind us just how blessed we are that God gave children parents.

Someday (Selected Scripture)

	Years ago, I came across this article on parenting. Perhaps, you’ll enjoy it too.  It’s entitled Someday. 

Someday, when the kids are grown, things are going to be a whole lot different! The garage won’t be full of bikes, electric trains on plywood, or unfinished experimental projects and I’ll be able to park both cars neatly in just the right places and never again stumble over skateboards, a pile of papers saved for the school fund drive, or the bag of rabbit food now split and spilled ... Someday, when the kids are grown, the kitchen will be incredibly neat, the sink will be free of sticky dishes, the garbage disposal won’t get choked on rubber bands or paper cups, the blender won’t stand for six hours coated with the remains of midnight milkshakes, and my lovely wife will actually have time to get dressed leisurely without having to answer a dozen questions on math or spelling words and she’ll be able to get her hair done without trying to squeeze it in between racing a sick dog to the vet and a trip to the orthodontist with a child in a bad mood ... Someday, when the kids are grown,  the telephone will be available and free of lipstick, mayonnaise, corn chip crumbs, and little toothpicks stuck in all the holes and silently and amazingly it will just hang there without looking as if it was growing from a teenager’s ear ... Someday, when the kids are grown, we’ll be able to see through our car’s windows and fingerprints, tongue licks, sneaker footprints, and dog tracks will be conspicuous by their absence and I won’t have to answer: Daddy, is it a sin that you’re driving 47 miles per hour in a 30 mile per hour zone (?), I won’t have to promise to kiss the rabbit goodnight, or to wait up forever until the kids get home from dates, or have to take a number to get a word in at the supper table. Yes someday, when the kids are grown, things are going to be a whole lot different for one by one they’ll leave the nest and the place will begin to resemble order and maybe even a touch of elegance and the clink of china and silver will be heard on occasion and the phone will be strangely silent and the house will be quiet, calm and always clean and empty and filled with memories and lonely and we won’t like that at all and we’ll spend our time not looking forward to someday but looking back to yesterday and thinking: maybe we can baby-sit the grandkids and get some life back into this place (as found in Charles Swindoll, Come Before Winter.  Multnomah Press, 1984: 249-250)!  

	Why did God give children parents?  God gave children parents that we might train those little bundles of joy for the Lord (Proverbs 22.6), that we might see them as a trust loaned to us from God (Psalm 127.3-5), and God gave children parents that those little olive plants around our table might become a temple in whom Jesus Christ wants so desperately to dwell (Psalm 128.3-4). Before our someday comes, as parents, let’s do more than remember how we got our children, let’s remember why. Now, go and love your child today.






Pregnancy Care Ministry and APRC
The establishment of pregnancy care centers began shortly after the 1973 Supreme Court decision of Roe vs. Wade legalized abortion in every state and for any reason “deemed essential to the life or health of the mother.”  Since then there have been 50 million reported abortions in the U.S. 
Over the past 38 years, the power of the love of Jesus Christ shared at pregnancy care centers continues to bear fruit in the changed hearts, minds and lives of many thousands of women. 
Our mission is to share the truth and compassion of Jesus Christ, support life-affirming choices and promote healthy relationships by serving and caring for women and families in pregnancy-related circumstances.
We desire to stand in the gap for the unborn and reach out in genuine love to a generation that has lost its Biblical foundation for life and truth. 
The Atlanta Association of Southern Baptist Churches launched the Atlanta Pregnancy Resource Center in 2006.  It is a not-for-profit corporation affiliated with Care Net, a national organization of over 1100 Pregnancy Resource Centers, with the North American Mission Board as well as the National Institute of Family and Life Advocates (NIFLA), an organization that assists pregnancy centers regarding all legal issues surrounding operations, policies and governance.  The Center is funded through the gifts and contributions of individuals and churches.

One woman at a time…
Our vision is to draw women and families to Jesus Christ and lead them and others to understand God’s truth regarding the value of all human life.  APRC provides emotional, physical and spiritual support to women and families in pregnancy-related circumstances.  In a non-judgmental atmosphere, a woman can learn of the possible risks and negative consequences of abortion, the realities of fetal development and the facts about all her options. Both parenting and adoption are positively and realistically presented as alternatives to abortion.  If a woman has previously had an abortion, we encourage her to participate in a post-abortion support group for healing.  
We are now offering ultrasound services to better serve our clients.  An ultrasound provides a woman with a more comprehensive understanding of her pregnancy and gives her an opportunity to make a truly informed choice.  It may also be the first occasion to bond with her baby.  
In 2007, the Atlanta Pregnancy Resource Center opened in DeKalb County where approximately 3,500 abortions are performed each year of the 39,000 abortions performed annually in Georgia.   Since opening our doors in 2007, there have been 1900 clients who have received our services.
