	One of the amazing things about God in the city of Atlanta is that He has never NOT been at work. 
Historically, God has always had his heart on the nations. God’s great desire is that His Kingdom would come and His will be done on Earth, as it is Heaven—and I believe He desires that in Georgia and in the city of Atlanta. God is at work in the city in many ways and with many people and many denominations, including Southern Baptists. As just one example of ways Southern Baptists in Georgia have been providing mission work and furthering benevolence causes in Atlanta is the establishment of the Georgia Baptist Hospital way back in 1913.

	As we race into 2012, the Atlanta Association of Southern Baptists is engaged with the same passion to reach and serve the city through the local church and planting churches ITP (inside the perimeter—the I-285 loop) through its partnership with the Urban Atlanta Church Planting Group (UACP), a cooperative effort of Atlanta Association of Southern Baptist Churches, the Atlanta Metro Baptist Association, and the Southwest Atlanta Baptist Association to engage urban lostness by intentionally planting relevant, reproducing congregations that produce community transformation through:
 
	Prayer: praying for lost and unchurched people on a daily basis
	Engagement: engaging unreached people in small groups 
	Sowing: sharing the good news and the truth of Scripture in every way possible in order to make disciples 
	Harvesting: developing contextual evangelistic strategies, conducting intentionally evangelistic events, following up and assimilating new believers into Bible Study and worship, and developing reproducing Jesus followers.
 
	Approximately 878,000 people live ITP with a projection of 951,000 by 2014. The Atlanta Metropolitan population is projected to increase from the present 5,500,000 to 8,200,000 by 2050. Over 500,000 people living ITP have no religious affiliation; over 600,000 people ITP are not church members; and over 700,000 people living ITP do not attend church. 41% of the population ITP lives in rented housing. Typically 95% of those living in multi‐housing, such as apartments/condos, do not attend church. 75% of the total households ITP have no children.
